It is important that pharmacists understand the principles of the
Data Protection Act 1998. Consider the following st ~ atements:

All organisations that store people’s personal details such as customer
or employee records must comply with the act

The Data Protection Act requires that appropriate security measures are
in place to safeguard against accidental loss or destruction of, or
damage to, personal data

The Data Protection Act 1998 covers the records living patients

Only computerised records are currently regulated by the Act

Clinical audits offer pharmacists the opportunity to demonstrate the
principles of Clinical Governance in their working environment

The first step involves setting criteria and agreeing standards; at this
stage national and local guidelines may need to be taken into account

Considering digoxin:

Hyperkalaemia predisposes a patient to digoxin toxicity
Plasma digoxin levels should be monitored at least yearly
Elderly patients will often require a lower maintenance dose

Nausea, vomiting, diarrhoea, blurred or yellow vision are all possible
side effects of digoxin toxicity

Considering diuretics:

Considering treatment under the Northern Ireland Minor Ailment
Scheme:

Adults and children over 10 years suffering from diarrhoea may be
supplied with oral rehydration sachets and/or loperamide 2mg capsules

An adult patient with diarrhoea who works as a cook in a school
canteen should be supplied with loperamide and referred to their GP

A 1 year old child with headlice should be referred to their GP

A 27 year female has previously successfully used fluconazole 150mg
capsule to treat vaginal thrush. The last episode was more than 1 year
ago. This lady may be supplied with fluconazole 150mg capsule

Considering the new Medicines for Human Use (Pre  scribing by EEA
Practitioners) Regulations 2008 which came into for ~ ce in November
2008:

Pharmacists in Northern Ireland can lawfully dispense prescriptions
issued by EEA or Swiss doctors or dentists

EEA or Swiss prescriptions must be written in English

Pharmacists in Northern Ireland must make all the necessary checks to
determine that the prescription is valid which may involve checking the
registration status of the prescriber

The changes in these regulations do not extend to schedules 1-3 but do
extend to schedules 4 and 5 controlled drugs
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
